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International Women’s Day 
 

The observance of International Women's Day (IWD) was a result of the organizing activities of 
women in the early 20th Century. Between 1909 and 1911, working women in the United States of 
America participated in organizing strike activities of the National Women's Trade Union League and 
other concerned groups. They were protesting against low wages, lack of protective legislation and the 
very poor working conditions to which women workers were subjected during that time. 
The demonstrations were an offshoot of the tragic March 1911 Triangle Shirtwaist Factory fire in New 
York City, which took the lives of more than 140 working girls, mostly Italian and Jewish immigrants. 
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Subsequently, the inhumane working conditions and other unfair labor practices leading up to the 
disaster were invoked during observances of International Women’s Day. 
 
In Europe, the Socialist Women's International demanded that March 8th be the International Women's 
Day, celebrated each year to recognize working women around the world. The celebration of IWD has 
since stimulated major historical events. For instance, International Women’s Day was the inspiration 
for the general strike which began the Russian Revolution in St. Petersburg in 1917 when 10, 000 
women textile workers demonstrated. 
It is due to such history of women organizing around the world that International Women’s Day was 
officially recognized by the United Nations to celebrate women's contributions to all societies. 
 
This March, Philippines will celebrate the 2009 Women’s Month with the theme “Babae, Yaman Ka 
ng Bayan!” (Woman, You are Richness of the Country!) Spearheaded by the National Commission on 
the Role of Filipino Women (NCRFW), the celebration highlights the role of Filipino women in the 
social, cultural, economic, and political development in the Philippines. This year’s theme focuses on 
the critical role of women in nation-building and recognizes that women are an important resource 
who can contribute to poverty reduction. 
 
In Botkyrka, several organizations namely: Kvinnojouren Regnbågen, Filippinska Kultur- & 
Fritidsföreningen i Botkyrka, Fittja Odlarförening, Botkyrka Kvinnoresurscenter and Verdandi will 
organize together for the 8th time a meeting place to celebrate International Women’s Day 2009 with 
the theme, Women – Focus in the family? This will be held at VERDANDI, Krögarvägen 22, Fittja on 
March 8 (Sunday) at 13:30 – 16:30.
